This project provides for a full-
time coordinator and ac-
countant for the HIV program
of our partner church in Fada
N'Gourma. Housed in existing
church headquarters, the co-
ordinator trainsand equips 18
regional church committeesin
eastern Burkina, which in turn
deliver HIV prevention and
response programs to their lo-
cal communities, including
home-based care, education,

workshops, and orphan care.

The pace of work hasnow dra-
matically increased aftera pe-
riod of reduced activity during
the rainy season. Almost all re-

The regional committee of Ma-
hadaga hastrained two mem-
