A group of couples being trained so that
they, in turn, might train others in what they

have learned.

Trainer couples from the 18 EE/
SIM (Eglises Evangélique—
SIM’s partner church) church
regions were trained in pas-
toral care of those infected or
affected by HIV and AIDS.
They have gone on to train the
remaining 150 pastor couples
in these regions, as well as
approximately 300 students in
EE/SIM Bible Schools. Teaching
modules are available in
French and Gourma in a 20
page summary booklet. This
will be translated into Fulfulde
for the Fulani who make up

the 19th region of the church.

In addition 2 couples from

each of the 19 church regions
have been trained in the first

level of marriage and family

counselling.
