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Since land reforms were intro-

duced in 2000 very little food 

has been produced in Zim-

babwe, once known as ‘the 

bread basket of Africa’. This 

has been especially hard on 

society’s most vulnerable—the 

sick, orphaned children and 

the elderly. 

This project alleviates hunger 

and malnutrition by supplying 

food from neighbouring coun-

ties to the above mentioned 

groups and also raises their 

capacity to produce food for 

themselves with farming assis-

tance and instruction. 

Sejo, a sorghum-based high nutri-

tion porridge meal.  

Neighbours have helped the 

children till the family’s little plot 

and they look forward to harvest-

ing a little bit. 

Families like this are in great 

need, and SIMaid is glad to be 

able to provide some assistance. 

Grandma Sithole is over 70 years, 

and has been blind for ten years. 

Two of her grandchildren are 

orphans, and Grandma Sithole 

has taken them in. The grandchil-

dren do all the household 

chores, but they have no food 

and have been living on hand-

outs from church people.  

Project staff were able to supply 

the family with mahewu, a drink
