they have produced and enlarged with
the assistance of the CDP Project.

This project assists in develop-
ing underprivileged peoples of
Bangladesh through adult lit-
eracy training, formation of
cooperative savings groups,
preventive health training Tra-
ditional Birth Assistant training
and training farmers to use
more effective and profitable
agricultural techniques. There
is a strong emphasis on sus-
tainable development so that
beneficiaries do not become
economically dependent on

the project.

Muktar Hossain, is a Community
Development Project partner
farmer in the Kumarkhali area of
Kushtia. Before joining the farm-
ers’ program he cultivated vege-
tables in a rather unorganised
fashion and was able to make

very little profit.

As a partner farmer for two years
Muktar is visited by agricultural
field staff weekly for instruction.
He has close to an acre of land
and is eager to use what he has
learned, therefore nearly every
square foot of available space is
being used for vegetable gar-
dening. This past year he made
enough profits from his vegeta-

ble gardening to purchase more

land for vegetable cultivation. In
just one month this summer he
made profits of over $83 on his
vegetables. This is remarkable
income for a rural Bengali, espe-
cially in the hot, dry summer
months when vegetable cultiva-

tion is more difficult.
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
