The family has observed the car-

ers’ relaxed and loving attitude 

to their daughter-in-law in her 

sickness and as a result their 

treatment of her has improved.  

Mrs. N.K. became a widow when 

her husband succumbed to HIV/

AIDS. Two years ago she also was 

diagnosed as HIV positive. Her 

husband’s family, with whom she 

lives, have since treated her un-

bearably, not allowing her to use 

the plates in the house or the 

family’s containers for personal 

washing. When her husband was 

living there, even while very sick, 

the family never treated him in 

The Emmanuel Hospital Asso-
ciation Duncan hospital in 
Raxaul is the base for the ACT 
program providing outpatient 
and in-patient facilities and an 
office for the home-based 
care work.
