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This projec t equips SIM per-

sonnel to implement best 

prac tic e within SIM’s HIV re-

sponse framework - home 

based care, orphan c are, pre-

vention, and enabling the 

c hurc h - by improving p lan-

ning, monitoring, evaluation 

and networking. The projec t 

provides workshops, engaging 

loc a l, reg ional and interna-

tional expertise (inc lud ing the 

servic es of the SIM Interna-

tional HIV c onsultant). 

from 5 to 12 c lients. Eac h group  is 

highly partic ipa tory with every-

one sharing in the various ac tivi-

ties: d istributing basic  med ic ines 

and  food  supp lements as 

needed, p rac tic a l assistanc e 

a round  the home, referra ls to 

other soc ia l and  med ic a l ser-

vic es, and  rec ord  keep ing.   

One group  goes to meet Mrs J, 

who is new to the p rogram, and  

her mother. Mrs J is wa iting for 

her b lood  test results from the 

ma in hospita l to determine when 

she c an begin her trea tment.  

One of the volunteers rubs 

c ream into her itc hing a rms. They 

ta lk with her mother about how 

to c a re for Mrs J’ s skin, her fea rs 

and  her ongoing needs, putting 

into p rac tic e skills lea rned  at the 

workshops. 

Skills build ing workshops were 

held  in Ma lawi for volunteers in 

the home-based  c are and  day 

c are p rograms and  for those 

working with orphans and  vulner-

ab le c hild ren. 

The volunteers of the home-

based  c are p rogram in Naot-

c ha , a  poor urban c ommunity 

on the outskirts of Blantyre, Ma-

lawi, a re a ll 24-30 years of age. 

They a re d ivided  into visita tion 

teams of 5 to 8 members eac h 

for four days of the week visiting
